SELECTION CRITERIA

· Registered professional nurse

· Must have five (5) years of school nursing experience

· Currently employed full-time as a school nurse

· A member of NASN/MSNA, current and preceding two years (preceding two years must be continuous, without a lapse in membership)

· May not be on the NASN Board of Directors or an officer of NASN at the time of nomination

· Evidence of excellence in school nursing practice must be based on Scope and Standards of Professional School Nursing Practice (National Association of School Nurses and American Nurses Association, 2005)

SELECTION PROCEDURE

· Regional Presidents will submit the name and contact information of their Regional School Nurse of the Year.

· The MSNA President-elect will send qualifying nominees a MSNA School Nurse of the Year Packet. These forms and supporting documents must be typed, copied and returned to the President-Elect by the designated date. (January 28th)

· The nomination packets will be sent to the five (5) impartial judges by the President-Elect. The nominee with the highest score will be recognized as the MSNA School Nurse of the Year at the Spring Convention, by the MSNA President.
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
